Drawing inspiration from nature & recognizing the natural chatacter
of native materials and knowledge of geometry have resulted the originality and unique-
ness for these Iranian handmade, valuable and sustainable products.
Applying the Iranian handicrafts in the special international projects to decorate the
most famouse architecture projects of other nations has been usual. Even Today, Iranian
craftsmen export their technical experiences and skills for the most known architecture
projects. The aim of this volume is a briefly introduction about some of these handicraft
and techniques to architects and clients of international projects.
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Architectural projects where the handmade Iranian decoration
techniques are used can include mosques, palaces, luxurious
hotels and restaurants, museums, and private homes.

These architectural decoration techniques and crafts include
various types of stucco, decorative tile, mosaic, decorative
mirror, lattice wooden doors with stained glass windows, mural
painting & inlaying.
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Decorative tiles is a handmade and professional |
painting on the tiles, that created by the Iranian
craftsmen during centuries. Iranian designers
developed different type of pattern, and Iranian
grafsmen applied differnt colours of glazes to
paint decorative tile with geometrical pattern, :
[flowral pattern, and caligraphy for architectural
purposes. This handmade material production
based on architect idea or customer order.
Iranian craftsmen have formulated different
glaze and gold luster glaze to apply for painting
on decorative tile during centuries. And the final
products is durable for cladding the flat or
curvey surface of architectur elements & domes.

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Decorative Mirror is handmade artwork §
including variation of surface decoration
techniques created by Iranian craftsmen.
The pattern included geometrical pattern,
tfflowral pattern or calligraphy.

The entire mirror cuting is handmade &
all the pieces fixe skillfully on surfaces to
create small three dimensional forms.
The final combination of multiple mirror
surfaces reflect the light and seem twinkle.
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Combination of stained glass and wooden doors/windows
is a climate solution for controlling the intense sunlight of
the desert or controlling visibility in Iranian architecture, A
where Iranian designers have developed technical and 7 VAL
artistic techniques and geometric knowledge to produce
this product over the centuries.

The skill of Iranian artists in combining stained glass
with wood and even metal in the construction of lattice
windows and the emission of different colores of light
Jrom these wooden masterpieces creates unique lighting
effects in the interior space and the facades of buildings.
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Mugarnas is a technique for creating decorative
three-dimensional forms in Islamic architecture.
The variations of geometrical pattern has been
developed over centuries and Iranian designers
have combined it with various materials such as
plaster, tiles, and mirrors to build Mugarnas.
These masterpieces of Mugarnas developed by
Iranian craftsmen and architects demonstrate
their excellent knowledge of geometry to connect
vertical walls and dome ceiling.
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Stucco is one of the oldest architectural \
decoration techniques that has been developed),
& perfected by different nations over the centu
ries.

Iranian craftsmen have a monopoly on
unique methods And techniques of stucco,
which implement geometric & floral designs
for relief or flat stucco.

Combining stucco with mirrors and colored
stucco with multiple layers and Mogharnas
stucco are among the innovations of Iranian
designers and crafismen.
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
